Genocide refers to the systematic massacre of a racial, ethnical, religious or national group with established plans. 

[image: ]During WWII, a large group of Jews were sent to the Auschwitz Concentration Camp in Poland by the German forces. It is estimated that nearly a million Jews were murdered in the camp. 


B	「猶太大屠殺」的背景：反猶太主義

· 自古以來，歐洲流行反猶太主義，即仇恨猶太人及他們信奉的猶太教。
· 由於猶太人不承認耶穌基督是救世主，人們開始種下對猶太人的偏見和仇恨。
· 由中古時代起，歐洲經常發生大規模驅趕、屠殺猶太人的事件。

C	納粹德國仇恨猶太人的原因

i. 崇尚種族優越

· 德國的納粹主義一直強調種族優越，認為雅利安人是最優秀的種族，當中又以日耳曼人（即德國人）的成就最為卓越。
· 相反，猶太人則是最劣等的民族，應該加以滅絕。

在納粹德國的統治下，學生須在學校接受種族教育。

ii. 歸咎猶太人導致德國衰落
 
· 自中古時代起，人們便常把災禍的責任歸咎到猶太人的身上。一次大戰後，猶太人被視為導致德國戰敗、經濟困難發生的「元兇」，因而遭到納粹德國的逼害。
· 相反，猶太人則是最劣等的民族，應該加以滅絕。


B	Background of the Holocaust: anti-Semitism

· Anti-Semitism, which was hostility to Jews and the religion of Judaism that they followed, had been common in Europe since ancient times. 
· As Jews did not recognise Jesus as the saviour, people began to have prejudice and hatred towards them. 
· Since the Medieval Times, large-scale forced exiles and mass killings of Jews had often occurred in Europe.

C	Reasons for Nazi Germany's hatred towards Jews

i. Upholding racial superiority

· Nazism of Germany always put emphasis on racial superiority. Aryans were regarded as the master race, among which Germans had the most outstanding achievements.
· On the contrary, Jews were the most inferior ethnic group and should be wiped out.

Under the rule of Nazi Germany, students had to receive racial education at schools.

ii. Blaming Jews for the decline of Germany

· Since the Medieval Times, people had blamed Jews for famines and plagues. After WWI, the Jewish people were considered the main cause for Germany's defeat and its economic hardship.
· As a result, they were persecuted by Nazi Germany.


D	早期納粹德國對猶太人的逼害

希特拉上台後，開始推行連串逼害猶太人的措施。
	1933年起，納粹黨設立多座專門用來囚禁猶太人的集中營，強迫猶太人勞動。

	1935年9月，納粹黨頒布《紐倫堡法令》，剝奪所有猶太人的公民權，禁止他們與日耳曼人通婚；猶太人不得參與德國境內的文化及政治活動，甚至不能入讀大學。

	1938年11月9日，納粹黨大肆襲擊德國境內的猶太人，數千間猶太商店被搶掠，史稱「水晶之夜」。

E	第二次世界大戰期間的「猶太大屠殺」

二次大戰爆發後，納粹黨在德國本土和攻佔的領土，對猶太人實行種族滅絕政策。
	德軍於1941年6月開始入侵蘇聯後，對猶太人展開大規模屠殺行動。

	1941年9月，下令所有六歲或以上的猶太人必須佩戴「大衞之星」徽章。
	

	1942年1月，納粹黨制定「最後解決方案」，把猶太人送進各地集中營，關進毒氣室裏集體處決消滅。
	




D	Early persecution of Jews by Nazi Germany

After seizing power, Hitler introduced a series of measures to persecute the Jewish people.
	Since 1933, the Nazi Party established a number of concentration camps specifically for the imprisonment of Jews. In these camps, Jews were subjected to forced labour.

	In September 1935, the Nazi Party enacted the Nuremberg Laws. All the Jewish citizenships were deprived. Jews were forbidden to marry Germans. Jews could not participate in German cultural and political activities. They could not even study at universities.

	On 9 November 1938, the Nazi Party attacked Jews in Germany, robbing thousands of Jewish shops. This incident is known as the Crystal Night.

E	Holocaust during the Second World War

After the outbreak of WWII, the Nazi Party implemented the policy of genocide against Jews in mainland Germany and the captured territories.
	After launching the invasion of the USSR in June 1941, the German forces started to massacre Jews.
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Jews in Belgium with the Star of David badge

	In September 1941, all Jews over the age of 6 had to wear an identifying badge with Star of David onto it.
	

	In January 1942, the Nazi Party devised the Final Solution, sending Jews to concentration camps and mass-executing them in gas chambers.
	




F	「猶太大屠殺」的影響

i. 猶太人傷亡慘重

· 納粹德國對猶太人進行的種族滅絕造成約六百萬人死亡，佔當時整個歐洲的猶太人口三分之二。
· 猶太人除了死於集中營的毒氣室外，還有很多因飢餓、疾病或過度勞動而喪生，。

ii. 猶太人流離失所

1948 - 1951 年間，接近七十萬猶太人移民到巴勒斯坦，而其他猶太人則移民到美國和其他國家。

F	Impact of Holocaust

i. Heavy Jewish casualties

· The Holocaust by Nazi Germany had killed about 6 million Jews, accounting for two-thirds of the European Jewish population.
· Besides gas chamber executions, many Jews also died from starvation, sickness and overwork.

ii. Mass displacement of Jews

In 1948-1951, nearly 700,000 Jews migrated to Palestine. Others moved to the US and other countries.

G	第二次世界大戰後國際社會及德國對「猶太大屠殺」的反省

i. 國際社會的跟進
1 舉行軍事法庭審訊

1945 - 1946 年，同盟國在德國舉行紐倫堡審判，審訊納粹黨高層和德軍將領。他們被控多項戰爭罪及危害人類罪，當中有十二人被判處死刑。

2 通過國際公約

1948年，聯合國通過《防止及懲治危害種族罪公約》。該公約正式把「種族滅絕」一詞列為法律用語，並明確訂下種族滅絕的定義和相關懲罰等。

3 成立紀念日

自2005年起， 聯合國把每年的1月27日， 定為「國際大屠殺紀念日」， 藉以紀念「猶太大屠殺」的受害者，同時宣揚反對反猶太主義和種族主義的思想。

4 設立紀念館

· 以色列、波蘭、匈牙利和烏克蘭均設有「猶太大屠殺」紀念館。
· 當中規模最龐大的，是成立於1953 年的以色列猶太大屠殺紀念館。館內建有「國際義人花園」，以紀念二次大戰期間曾冒生命危險援助猶太人的外國人。


G	Reflections of the international community and Germany on the Holocaust after the Second World War

i. Follow-up by the international community
1 Holding the military tribunal

In 1945-1946, the Allies held the Nuremberg trials in Germany to try high-ranking Nazi officials and German generals, who were accused of war crimes and crimes against humanity. Among them, 12 were sentenced to death.

2 Passing the international convention

In 1948, the United Nations passed the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide. The Convention officially defined ‘genocide’ as a legal term, and clearly stated its definition and relevant punishments.

3 Establishing the memorial day

Since 2005, the United Nations has set 27 January as the International Holocaust Remembrance Day to commemorate the victims of Holocaust and to promote the ideas against anti-Semitism and racism.

4 Setting up memorial museums

· Various Holocaust museums were set up in Israel, Poland, Hungary and Ukraine.
· Among them, the largest one is Yad Vashem built in 1953. At the museum, there is the Garden of the Righteous Among the Nations that honours foreigners who had risked their lives to save Jews during WWII.


ii. 德國政府及社會的反省
1 領導人公開道歉

· 1951 年，總理阿登納於公開向猶太人和以色列致歉。
· 1970 年，總理布蘭特於到訪波蘭時，在華沙猶太隔離區起義紀念碑下跪，並為「猶太大屠殺」的死難者默哀。

2 向猶太人作出賠償

自1952年起，德國政府向曾受逼害的猶太人作出多次賠償。至2018年，已有超過八十萬名倖存者獲得德國政府的賠償，金額高達八百億美元。

3 推行教育改革

二次大戰後，德國改革教育制度，把納粹德國逼害猶太人的歷史寫入學校課程，讓學生反思種族滅絕帶來的禍害，旨在杜絕歷史重演。

4 設立博物館和紀念碑

為警惕後世，德國至今仍保留了部分集中營的遺址，並改建成博物館，開放給公眾參觀。2005年，德國在柏林建立歐洲被害猶太人紀念碑，又稱「浩劫紀念碑」。


ii. Reflections of the German government and society
1 Public apologies from political leaders

· In 1951, German chancellor Konrad Adenauer publicly apologised to Jews and Israel. 
· In 1970, German chancellor Willy Brandt visited Poland and knelt before the Monument to the Ghetto Heroes to mourn the victims of the Holocaust.

In 1970, Brandt knelt before the Monument to the Ghetto Heroes. This event is known as the ‘Warsaw kneel’.

2 Making compensations to Jews

Since 1952, the German government has continued to pay compensations to persecuted Jews. By 2018, over 800,000 surviving Jews received compensations from the German government totalling US$80 billion.

3 Introducing educational reforms

After WWII, Germany reformed its education system and included the history of Nazi prosecution of Jews in the school curriculum. By doing so, students could reflect on the devastation brought by genocide, preventing history from repeating itself.

4 Setting up museums and monuments

In order to remind future generations of the past mistakes, Germany has preserved the sites of some concentration camps and changed them into museums for the public. In 2005, Germany built the Memorial to the Murdered Jews of Europe, also known as the Holocaust Memorial, in Berlin.
