Source A	About relations between European countries before World War I
	Western powers took part in colonial expansion and fought for smaller countries and regions. They divided spheres of influence and built colonial empires. Among them, Britain had the most colonies. During the late 19th century and the early 20th century, Germany and Britain were in conflicts for colonies. Britain was a naval hegemon, bringing strong security to build and protect such a large empire. Meanwhile, Germany wished to expand its spheres of influences and must fight for maritime supremacy. Before the First World War, hostility between the two sides for maritime hegemony was heated up.
