Source A	About studies conducted by Leonardo da Vinci during the Renaissance
	Leonardo da Vinci’s greatest scientific achievement was in anatomy. At first, he studied the human body to draw people realistically. Later, he became curious and spent more time studying the structure of human body. He used a well-proportioned male as a model and created The Vitruvian Man, showing a perfect proportion of human body. In the drawing, the height of the body and the outstretched arms are each divided into eight equal parts, forming sixty‑four small squares. This idea of perfect proportion is known in mathematics as the Golden Ratio.
