Source A	About the Great Depression between 1929 and 1939
	On 25 October 1929, the Wall Street stock market collapsed. 13 million shares were sold in panic, and nearly 30 billion US dollars were evaporated in one day. The crisis quickly spread to Europe, causing banks to fail and Germany to suffer a currency crisis. This soon became an international financial crisis. To protect its own farmers, the US raised tariffs on tens of thousands of imported goods the next year. As a result, US imports from Europe fell from 1.3 billion dollars to less than 400 million dollars, worsening the European economy. American economists believed this policy ‘pushed the world into a deeper economic depression’.



Source B	About the Japanese economy between 1929 and 1931
	Japanese export value dropped from 2.5 billion yen in 1929 to 1.4 billion in 1931. Many small businesses and textile factories suffered. The situation in the countryside was even worse. Rice prices dropped by 50%. Many peasants went bankrupt and became discontented.
