4)	The propaganda was published in 1942, during WWII. Since Japan and the US was fighting in the Pacific War, the cartoonist, an American, expressed an antagonistic and hatred attitude towards Japan. 



5)	The cartoonist of Source A depicted Japan as a ruthless invader to arouse the anger and patriotic feelings of the American public. Moreover, the propaganda mentioned that ‘invest 10% in war bonds’ and ‘back up our battleskies’. This shows that the purpose of publishing the poster was to mobilise the American public to purchase war bonds in order to support the US on war against Japan.
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
