· The US adopted (b) ___isolationism___ and refused alliance with other countries to avoid getting into the European conflicts.
· European countries tried to help (c) ___Spain___ to recover its colonies in Latin America, which threatened the safety of the US.

· No country might establish new (d) ___colonies___ in the Americas.
· Interventions of any kind by European powers in Latin America would be considered a direct threat to the (e) ___security___ of the US, , and the US would seek (f) ___revenge___. 
· The US would not interfere with the existing European (g) ___colonies___ .It would also stay away from the affairs of European powers.
